The Archdiocese of Winnipeg Office of Catechetics & Faith Development and Good Shepherd Parish in Portage la 
Prairie in partnership with the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd Association of Canada will be offering the 
Catechesis of the Good Shepherd Level 1 Parts A and B in the spring and summer of 2023.
