As of now, the "under the balcony lights" have all been changed as
well as the sanctuary pillar lights. The remaining halogen pillar lights need to be converted as well, at a
cost of $90.00 each (includes tax).

However, we still have 10 halogen fixtures to replace. We know these LED lights consume less power
and therefore decrease power costs.
