THE SUMMONS – Adult Faith Formation since 2009 
 
THE SUMMONS begins again in September 2022. Newly revised, The Summons is a one year - 12 session 
Archdiocesan faith formation process designed for ANY adult who desires to grow in our Catholic faith. One 
Saturday per month for 12 sessions, we gather in Portage la Prairie (Good Shepherd Parish) with like-minded adults 
to search and go deeper into our faith. Sometimes I feel dissatisfied, restless, searching for more but I don’t know 
what to do or what it means? Is God saying something to me in this? How do I know what God is wanting of me? 
How can I deepen my faith and trust more in God? How can I grow in understanding more of my Catholic faith? 
How do I make sense of the struggles and trials of my life? If these questions speak to you, THE SUMMONS is 
calling you.
